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Keep Tennessee Beautiful Affiliates Win Again!

Tennessee Brings Home 32 National Awards
Memphis, TN (December 16, 2005) – Keep Tennessee Beautiful (KTnB) and its in-state affiliates have done it again, bringing home 37 awards from the recent 52nd Keep America Beautiful (KAB) National Conference, in Orlando, Florida.  This recognition is high praise for Tennessee’s efforts at educating the public about the need to reduce, reuse, and recycle litter.

KTnB and 92% of its state affiliates were recognized as President’s Circle Award winners for maintaining and upholding KAB’s affiliate standards and requirements.  Winners include Cleveland/Bradley KAB System Inc., Keep Blount Beautiful, Keep Bristol Beautiful, Keep Coffee County Beautiful, Keep Fayetteville/Lincoln County Beautiful, Inc., Keep Gallatin Beautiful, Keep Greene Beautiful, Keep Jackson Beautiful, Keep Kingsport Beautiful, Keep Knoxville Beautiful, Keep Loudon County Beautiful, Keep Maury County Beautiful, Keep McMinn Beautiful, Keep Roane Beautiful, Inc., Keep Sevier Beautiful, Inc., Keep Tipton County Beautiful, Keep Union County Beautiful, Keep Washington County Beautiful, Keep Williamson Beautiful, Memphis City Beautiful Commission, Monroe County Beautiful, Inc., Morristown/Hamblen KABS, Scenic Cities Beautiful Commission, and Keep Tennessee Beautiful. 

One of six First Place Affiliate Awards was won by Keep Blount Beautiful in Maryville for its Landfill Learning Center.  In 2005 almost 2,600 students visited the landfill and received 4 hours of litter prevention and waste reduction education.  Another First Place Affiliate Award went to Keep Kingsport Beautiful.  Their KKB Trashbusters program led a number of litter-free events throughout the year. They also held the KKB Trash Barrel Paint-In event, creating colorful litter barrels.  The Affiliate awards are the highest honor a KAB affiliate can win.  
Keep Tennessee Beautiful, the state KAB organization, won a Great American Cleanup™ Award for having the Best Promotion Campaign during this year’s cleanup.  Both Keep McMinn Beautiful and Memphis City Beautiful won GAC Awards for Outstanding Sponsor Support.  Memphis City Beautiful also won a Distinguished Service Citation Award for its 75th Anniversary Local TV Advertising campaign.   And Memphis City Beautiful also won a Litter Prevention Award for a government agency.

One of three 2005 Innovation Awards was given to Memphis City Beautiful for Beautification and Community Improvement.  Keep Blount Beautiful took home a national award for Waste Reduction in the Nonprofit/Community Organization Division.  

Our business partnerships were also recognized.  Tennessee Koyo Steering Systems in Vonore, Tennessee, won the second place National Award for Beautification and Community Improvement by a Business and Professional Organization.
Keep Tennessee Beautiful received the State Affiliate Recognition Award for successful initiation of guidelines and offering support to local affiliates.  This is the 5th Gold Award won by KTnB.  KTnB is now at the Diamond Award status. 
The Tennessee Department of Transportation won a Keep America Beautiful/U.S. State Department of Transportation Partner Award for its support of Keep Tennessee Beautiful throughout the year.
Tom Salter, Executive Director of Keep Knoxville Beautiful, won the prestigious Professional Leadership Award, the highest honor given by KAB to staff leadership.  

The Keep Tennessee Beautiful program continues to set the pace for other state KAB programs to follow.  For the year 313,135 volunteers helped cleanup Tennessee, and 380,336 adults and students attended education workshops.  For every tax dollar spent, the affiliate program averaged $4.26 in benefits.
