Food Vendor Terms and Conditions
Thank you for your interest as a vendor at this year’s EarthFest. EarthFest 2010 will be held on Saturday, April 17, 2009, from 10 a.m. – 5 p.m. at the Pellissippi State Community College Main Campus off of Hardin Valley Rd.  We are working to make this year’s event Knoxville’s biggest and best Earth Day celebration ever. The combination of entertainment, food, crafts, informational booths, and activities will appeal to people of all backgrounds and ages. We are excited at the prospect of working with you this year. Your involvement will ensure that EarthFest 2010 has a lasting positive impact on everyone involved.   Last year over 10,000 people attend EarthFest.

Vending Area Information 

Each food vender will be provided with a 15x15 area to serve.  Two tables and two chairs will be provided. Most vendors will be set up next to each other (a few feet apart) but will have additional room to cook, etc. behind the your serving area. 
· You will be required to bring your own tent or cover or lease one from the EarthFest committee. 
· 110 v Electrical outlets will be available from a near by power connector. Please bring extension cords. If you have special electrical needs please let us know now.

· EarthFest provides free ice in a large ice cooler for the event.
· Water will be available from a hose but you will have to carry that water over a large distance (about 100 yards). It would be best to bring your own water for washing etc.

Vending Times and Parking

The EarthFest event will begin at 10 a.m. and end at 5 p.m. After 7am on April 17th food vendors will be allowed to begin setup in their area.  Please be completely set up by 9:45am.  Vendors are asked to stay the entire event until 5pm.  Nothing can be left on site after the event.

After 10:15 am only limited car traffic will be allowed. Each food vendor will be allowed to park one automobile by the food vender area. This and other automobiles will be allowed to enter and exit the park throughout the event.  You will be issued a parking pass. Parking for additional vehicles will be in the parking lot between the college and event lawn.   

Legal Requirements

Please be aware that Pellissippi State Community College food vending requirements require all vendors to have a fire extinguisher and a fire resistant tarp to catch grease spills. LP and CO2 tanks must be secured. Areas where open flame burners are present must be segregated. No open flame devices under tents and canopies.  It is the food vendor’s responsibility to be aware of these and other regulations of the County Fire Marshall. A food vendor permit is not necessary for the EarthFest committee but you are required to comply with all applicable health codes and are expected to follow proper food handling/cooking techniques such as cooking food to correct temperatures and hand washing with hot water.

Zero-waste Event

EarthFest event is very low waste event. Receptacles for aluminum cans, plastic bottles, plastic cups and plastic food containers, and paper will be placed at waste stations. Trash containers will not be available for use. You may only vend materials that can be recycled or composted. EarthFest will secure reusable plates or souvenir Frisbees for vending food. All food vendors that violate the zero waste policy below will incur a $100.00 fine that must be paid in the future before they are eligible to return to EarthFest in future years.
· No Glass or Styrofoam containers will be allowed for any vending purposes.

· Vendors must take home any waste produced that cannot be recycled (plastic wrap, chip bags, grease etc.)  You must use bulk containers such as large chip bags, condiments in bottles vs. wrappers etc.

· Individually wrapped items are not allowed. This includes catsup, mustard, sugar packs etc.  If you have small chip bags to issue to customers empty the bag onto the plate and take the bags off site when you leave.

· No alcohol will be sold on site.

No Refunds

The EarthFest Committee is part of a nonprofit organization that pays for much of the event’s entertainment, advertising, security, tents, electricity, and other equipment, which is very costly. A good deal is paid for up front from donations and sponsorships with little income to the organization if any.  For these reasons EarthFest cannot provide refunds for no-show exhibitors, rain cancellation, or other unforeseen concerns from vendors, exhibitors or sponsors.  Thank You.
